
INFORMATION OF VILLAGE COMMITTEE DEPARTMENT, TTAADC.  
   

One of the important achievements of the District Council during the 
period has been completed the Election of Local bodies at Village level and  
constituted of elected Village Committee in February, 2006. As a result of this 
election responsible elected Village Committees came into existence in place of 
nominated Village Committees. These Village Committees derive their power and 
responsibilities under section 20 and 21 of Tripura Tribal Areas Autonomous 
District (Establishment of Village Committee) Act 1994. The District Council also 
vested power and duties with the elected Village Committees for the 
implementation of the Developmental schemes of the State Government and the 
Central Government for selection of beneficiaries/sites of projects monitoring and 
supervision of such schemes/programme.  

                                        
One of the important aspects of elected Village Committee is the 

representation of Women to the extent of 33% of the total members, both in the 
Village Committee and as Chairperson of those Committees, apart from 
adequate representation of Schedule Caste and Schedule Tribes according to 
ratio of the population.  

   
The District Council also constituted Zonal Development Committees for 

each Zone, Sub- Zonal Development Committee for ADC Villages of mixed RD 
Block and TTAADC Block Development Committee for 17 nos. RD Blocks which 
are exclusively within Sixth Scheduled areas, in which Chairman and Vice- 
Chairman of the Village Committee have been included as members and 
MDC/MLA have been designated as Chairman of the said Committee. The ADC 
Village Committees are assisted by the Village Secretary of the Village 
Committee in all matters.  
   
HOLDING OF ELECTION OF VILLAGE COMMITTEE  
   
The Village Committee Act 1994 passed by the Tripura Tribal Areas Autonomous 
District Council, which has received the assent of the Governor on 28-04-94. This 
Act has been enacted with the objective to Establish and develop Local Self 
Government and to make better provisions for administration of Village into well –
developed and sufficient unit. The Village Committee means a Committee 
constituted Accordance with the provision of paragraph 3(1)(e) of the Sixth 
Schedule to the constitution of India and this Act.  The TTAADC, authority has 
completed the 527 nos Village Committee Election process in the year 2006 of 
527 nos Villages.  
   
    
Provision for reservation of women members, ST and SC member in the 
village committee in 527 ADC villages:-  
   



There are provision for reservation of women members of village committee as 
per the Tripura Tribal Areas Autonomous District Village Committee (Election of 
office bearers) Rules 2006.  

As many as 1662 women members 3652 nos. ST members and 20 nos. 
SC member were elected out of the total 527 ADC villages.  
   

Similarly, 120 nos. women chairperson, 494 ST chairpersons and 13 nos. 
SC chairperson were also elected.  
Seminars were organized with the chairperson and members of village 
committee in different block.

 1. The Village Committee shall initiate the development schemes for their   
Village areas on the control and guidance of the Executive Committee.  
 2. Subject to such rules as may be prescribed on behalf by the Executive 
Committee, the Village Committee may exercise all or any of the following 
Functions:-  
(a). Sanitation and conservancy of the Village areas;  
(b) Cleaning and maintaining of Village roads and paths;  
(c) Construction and maintenance of Rest house in the Village;  
(d) Maintenance of children, adult and women education;

The State Govt. has decided to provide monthly honorarium to the 
Chairpersons and the Vice- Chairpersons of the Village Committees with effect 
from the date they assumed the Office of Chairpersons and Vice Chairpersons. 
The Chairpersons of the Village Committees will be provided monthly honorarium 
@ Rs. 600/- and the Vice Chairpersons of the Village Committees will be 
provided monthly honorarium @ Rs. 400/-.
